EMERGENCY SCHOOL CLOSINGS, DISMISSALS AND DELAYS
It is the intent of the district to provide a safe educational environment, including the transportation of students to and from school and students and staff on co-curricular and extracurricular outings. It is also the intent of the district to provide a continuation of educational development with as few interruptions to the normal hours of school attendance as possible. 
The Superintendent or designee and/or the Board President shall have authority to close schools, dismiss schools early or delay the start of the school day in the event of inclement weather or other emergency (e.g., natural disaster, energy shortage, quarantine, loss of heat or power) which threatens the health or safety of students and staff. A decision to close or delay school shall be made as close to 6 a.m. as possible.

Announcements of emergency school closings, early dismissals or delays shall be communicated over local radio, television, social media, phone messages and posted on the district’s website. 

When schools are closed or dismissed early due to inclement weather, all after-school activities and team practices shall be canceled. In such situations, the Athletic Director shall handle canceling games and notifying officials.
